Bewartb Hoc = (literally: to hang one's nose) to become upset, depressed

wesennTb mosramu = (literally: to stir one's brains) to think

nomatb ronosy Hapg 4Yem-T1o = (literally: to break one's head over something) to think very hard,
try to solve something

paboTaTb cnycTs pykaea = (literally: to work with your sleeves hanging down) to do something
lazily, unwillingly, without any sign of enthusiasm.

BbIATU CyXuM 13 Boabl = (literally: to come dry out of the water) to avoid punishment or other
negative consequences of one's actions.

cobak HaBecuTb = (literally: to hang dogs onto someone) to blame someone unfairly
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HaBocTpuTb ywu = (literally: to sharpen one's ears) to listen attentively
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
